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The Robert Zalosh Award for Hydrogen Safety Excellence
Nomination Submission Instructions
The Award
The Center for Hydrogen Safety (CHS) bestows the "Robert Zalosh Hydrogen Safety Excellence Awards" annually to honor individuals, projects, or organizations that have made significant contributions to the field and practice of hydrogen safety. These contributions can come from industry, government, academia, or civil society. The awards have been established in memory of Robert Zalosh to recognize his lifelong commitment to hydrogen safety.
The awards acknowledge those who have positively impacted safety practices within the hydrogen industry. Up to three awards may be given each year: one for an individual, one for a project, and one for an organization. If no qualified candidates are identified in a category, no award will be given in that category for that year.
The awards consist of a physical trophy with the recipient's name inscribed on the nameplate and is presented at either a CHS or AIChE conference in the spring.
Eligibility
Who Is Eligible?
· Any company, government entity, organization, or academic institution is eligible for nomination.
· Individuals, organizations, or projects from any country or region are eligible for nomination.
· Projects that were completed no more than 12 months before October 31st of the current calendar year are eligible . 
· The Award cannot be given to the same recipient, project team, or organization within four years of receiving a previous award.
Who Is Not Eligible?
· CHS Managing Board Members serving on the Managing Board at the time of nomination.
· Current and former CHS Staff whose departure from CHS was less than 12 months before the Award nomination deadline. 
· Members of the Award selection committee during the year an award is chosen.

Nomination Instructions
Exclusions
· Nominators for individual awards must not be part of the nominee’s family and self nominations will not be considered. 
· Nominators for project awards must be separate from the project team.

Selection Committee
· CHS shall appoint a 7 member Award Selection Committee. This committee shall then select awardees for the individual, organizational, and project categories. 
· CHS reserves the right not to select any awardees or finalists for a particular year if the evaluations indicate that nominations do not provide sufficient justification for an Award.
Announcement and Ceremony
· Once the Awardee has been selected, the Awardee and the Nominator are notified. 
· Once the awardee has accepted the Award, a trophy for The Robert Zalosh Award for Hydrogen Safety Excellence will be produced with the awardee’s name and award date. 
· The award ceremony will take place annually in the Spring, either at a CHS conference or AIChE Spring meeting where the award will be presented. Award winners or their representatives will be invited to attend in person to receive their award.
