Energy, Education, Bioengineering, Plastics Experts Among Awardees
SAN FRANCISCO  (November 4) – In a ceremony during its Annual Meeting here yesterday, the American Institute of Chemical Engineers (AIChE) presented awards to 12 leaders and innovators in chemical engineering. 
AIChE’s highest award, the Founders Award for Outstanding Contributions to the Field of Chemical Engineering, was presented to Ronald W. Rousseau, the Professor and Silas Endowed Chair of the School of Chemical and Biomolecular Engineering at the Georgia Institute of Technology.
