OUTSTANDING INDIVIDUAL ACHIEVEMENTS WITH 2016 AWARDS
Experts in Biomedical Engineering, Materials Science, Education 
and Manufacturing Among Honorees
SAN FRANCISCO, CA  – In a ceremony during its Annual Meeting here yesterday, the American Institute of Chemical Engineers (AIChE) presented awards to 14 leaders and innovators in chemical engineering.
AIChE’s highest honor, the Founders Award for Outstanding Contributions to the Field of Chemical Engineering, was presented to Klavs F. Jensen, the Warren K. Lewis Professor of Chemical Engineering at The Massachusetts Institute of Technology. The recognition is awarded to an engineer whose work has had a profound impact on the chemical engineering field.
Jensen’s research focuses on understanding and controlling the interaction of reaction and transport processes in the creation of micro- and nano-structured materials and devices for chemical, biological, optical, electronic and energy applications. His work has led to a range of innovations, including technologies for portable energy, microelectronics, advanced materials  and pharmaceuticals. 
Jensen has documented his work in more than 380 articles and 44 patents. He is a Fellow of AIChE and the American Association for the Advancement of Science, and he was elected to the National Academy of Engineering, the American Academy of Arts & Sciences and the Royal Society of Chemistry.
